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Vintage Roton Point Buildings 
Awarded Historic Plaques
Most Rowaytonites already know that the property now encompass-
ing Roton Point, Bayley Beach, and Wee Burn Beach Club was once
an amusement park known as Roton Point from the 1880’s through
1942 (when the military took the ships that brought visitors to the
park for service during the War).  

Charged with the task of
preserving the vibrant
history of the park, the
committee, chaired by
Lisa Wilson Grant, annu-
ally hosts “History Day” in
which they share old pho-
tos, postcards, and other
ephemera of the park as it was in days past. 

This year’s History Day, held on June 28th, added two exciting new
elements to their popular annual event: the “world-premiere” of
Dave Hogoboom’s film, Roton Point – the movie, plus a special ded-
ication ceremony of four historic buildings that were formerly part
of the Amusement Park. Each structure was awarded an historic
plaque, including:

The Roton Point Hotel c.1880 
The Roton Point Merry-Go-Round & Bath House c.1880 
The Roton Point Gazebo c.1926 
The Roton Point Roller Coaster Platform c.1914 

(now the Bayley Beach Pavilion)

Commissioner’s Corner
Rowayton’s official name is the Sixth Taxing District of the City of Norwalk
(6TD) and I am one of the three Commissioners that are elected to run the
6TD. During this much loved time of year, your local government continues
to work – from handling projects, to making decisions, large and small.

Our most visible decision was the fence at Pinkney Park for Shakespeare on
the Sound (SOS). SOS approached the neighbors of Pinkney and the Commissioners about installing
something that would prevent people from running into the street at the end of performances. This
has always presented a serious hazard and they thought that it was an accident waiting to happen.

After debating various options, it was determined that a temporary fence could be installed along
Rowayton Avenue but that it could only be 4 feet in height versus the original request of 6 feet. 
For safety reasons, we decided to try the fence for one year. The fence generated some strong opin-
ions within our community. We plan to review it again before next year’s SOS festival.

Another change is the Farmers’ Market, now at Pinkney Park. Peggy Carlson, the organizer of the mar-
ket for the last five years, decided to pass the reins this spring. Maggie Trujillo and Regina Matson
heard about the opportunity and signed up. The new organizers decided to change the venue, enlarge
the roster of vendors and potentially create some type of a business. With the Commissioners’ con-
sent, another Rowayton experiment was born. The range of vendors and products has improved and
the number of shoppers is off the charts. Most of the opinions have been positive but some residents
miss the Community Center, others are concerned about the parking and congestion, while some won-
der if today’s Farmers’ Market should instead be a non-profit operation. We will review this move
again next year.

You might have noticed the improvements at Bayley Beach which include plantings, new curbing in
the parking lot, a new patio and a walkway around the tennis courts. The bulk of these improvements
were funded in the memory of long time resident Shelley Trubowitz.  While his daily visits to Bayley
Beach continue to be missed, the generosity of his friends and family will ensure that his memory is
never forgotten.

We thank Ed Kweskin, our departing 6TD Commissioner, for his 16 years of service to the District.  His
commitment to our community is most impressive. I will remember not only his hard work but his
leadership during periods of major controversy. Ed, you will be missed!

The 6TD’s Commissioners have public meetings on the second Wednesday of every month at 8pm at
the Community Center – residents are encouraged to come, participate and see your local 
government in action. The monthly agenda is posted at this page on the RCA’s website at www.roway-
tonct.com/sixthtaxing.html.

With shorter days, cooler temperatures and the arrival of Fall, we might not run into each other
as often but do get in touch with your ideas and concerns regarding Rowayton and your local
government.

Shop Rowayton Campaign
Early this year merchants in Rowayton started a campaign called
Shop Rowayton.  This was an endeavor to encourage shopping
locally by introducing the local merchants to the community and
marketing the merchants and village beyond the local area.  It was a
very successful effort that culminated in a Merchant Fair in May showcasing merchants and
businesses from the individual through major restaurants, realtors and community organiza-
tions such as the RCA, the Library and the Arts Center.  Since then, a committee of locals have
been working together to create a business association to continue this effort, support and
increase commerce in town.  Outreach is to all businesses - from the single person operating
out of their home to long standing storefront merchants and community efforts. 
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The Campaign for Farm Creek Preserve at 34 Sammis St.
Much has been happening at 34 Sammis Street on Farm Creek, the Norwalk Land Trust’s newly
acquired peaceful retreat in Rowayton.  

In April, 2009, the stone barn roof was replaced with Andy Glazer sharing the cost with the Campaign. 

In July the barn was given a facelift: window frames and wood siding were painted by Mark Miller
and paid for by Ann and Peter Tombros’ Foundation; crenellations and other stones on the tower were
replaced, repaired or reappointed as needed, thanks again to Andy Glazer.

Saturday Open Houses were held once each month during May, June, July and August, featuring the
book A Farm Creek Fable by Jean Fitzgerald, art work depicting Farm Creek, and dedication of a stone
bench to former Norwalk Land Trust (NLT) president, Allan McKissock. Two stone benches were
designed and installed by Pound Ridge Stoneman, David Moorman, paid for in part by gifts given to
the NLT in Allan’s memory.

A July highlight was a salt of the earth dinner created by Marsha Glazer on the 17th. It was a magi-
cal evening of local food and wine provided by chefs Bill Taibe and Chris North and the staff of the
Rowayton Seafood restaurant, and Worldwide Wine. All who attended gave it rave reviews – a true
celebration of the Preserve, the “Creekers” who have worked to raise the money, and those who
have contributed to the total of the $3,970,000 that they have raised so far.

Now Farm Creek Preserve only has $530,000 to go to retire the mortgage and establish an endow-
ment fund for stewarding of the property and to continue necessary renovations to the stone barn.
The intent is to restore the stone barn and use it as an informal nature classroom without compro-
mising its historical integrity.

Come enjoy this special place in Rowayton – walk the trails or just sit and contemplate the beauty
that the NLT and our community have worked so hard to preserve! Look out for details on more events
this fall. The first fall Discovery Day is set for Sunday, November 1 at Farm Creek; check the NLT web-
site for more details on this great event.

The Underground
The Underground Teen Center is an RCA sponsored program held in the
lower level of the Rowayton Community Center.  It provides a safe and super-
vised venue where our middle-school kids (6th, 7th, 8th graders) can “hang
out” and socialize with friends one Friday night a month.  There is an adult chaper-
one and 2-3 high school students in attendance. There are board games, cards, ping pong,
pool, foosball and a pinball machine.  Weather permitting, there are also outdoor activities
such as basketball, soccer, football, flashlight tag, Frisbee and “manhunt.” They will also be
scheduling some special events such as bingo, bowling and a final beach party in June.  This
year the 6th graders will meet one Friday night a month from 6:30-8:30pm and the 7th/8th
graders will meet together one Friday night a month from 6:30-8:30pm.  A one-time registra-
tion fee of $100 for the year pays for staff as well as a pizza dinner each night for 10 sessions
from Sept.-June. This year’s Underground is a work in progress and each month will be a little
different. We’ll be using email as our primary source of communicating monthly reminders,
schedule changes and special events!
